Letter from the Chairman

2009 started off with a bang, as AaVI received a $40,000 grant from
Rotary to provide fresh water to over a dozen rural schools in Ecuador.
Along with fresh water, toilet and shower facilities will be installed. Tied in
with sanitation and hygiene training, this will dramatically change the lives
of the children in our adopted villages.

As a 100% volunteer driven and operated organization, volunteers are our
lifeblood. We continue to look for volunteers to help in many areas,
including board positions, trip planners, trip participants and leaders,
organizers, fund raisers, and those with medical, dental, and mechanical
skills.

This year we hope to have four or five trips, with two of our trips being
organized by local high schools to provide a wonderful in-country
experience for the students, while providing critical services. Imagine what
a life changing event this will be, not only for the local villagers who will
be helped, but even more importantly for our young travelers. Third world
poverty can be eliminated, especially if we can get the younger generation
committed to providing service, training and education to those in dire
need.

Microloan Program

AaVl is currently developing a microloan
program. While details for the microloan
program are still being streamlined, the most
likely first project will involve the establishment
of a pig nursery in the Ecuadorian village of
Cananvalle (in the Pedro Moncayo canton of
Pichincha Province, Ecuador). The pig nursery
will generate job opportunities, enhance the
local diet, and improve the quality of life of the
local populace. The project will affect an
estimated 450 people.

One of the most important aspects of
successful microloan projects is having the
recipients devise the foundations of the plan
themselves, based on their knowledge of what
they need and what will work in their
community. AaVI will assist villagers in the
acquisition of one male and eight female pigs
to start the program. More pigs will be raised
from this foundation breeding population. The
program will include education on how to
successfully raise pigs. A similar program
involving the establishment of a chicken
nursery is also being considered. Financial
support for this program is certainly welcomed!

Adopt-a-Dentist Program
AaVlI is seeking to establish a program involving Colorado Springs area dentists “adopting” Ecuadorian dentists.

This program would help fund and train dentists to work in areas in dire need of regular and consistent dental
care. Our goal is to open a dental facility, overseen by a licensed Ecuadorian dentist and operated by two

recent graduates from an Ecuadorian dental school.

US-based dentists will visit the region to provide higher

level dental care, while mentoring and training the recent graduates.
